A card will be issued to you once all checks have been passed and this card will be valid for 5 years 
and can be used when volunteering at sporting clubs, kindergartens and so on, providing the 
organisation is listed on your application.

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Pictured above are the 30 students from the Senior years who participated in this yearôs Maths Olympiad competition 

(abs. Aidan 6CV, Chloe 5AH, Alexandar 6CV). These students completed five tests that included five quite difficult        

worded mathematical problems to solve in 30 minutes only! All students in the team were keen to learn and share their 

strategies during the lessons and scores improved over time.  

 

Out of a total score of 25, there were 4 students that finished in the top 20-25% of Australasia and they received 

cloth badges (Emma 20%, Darcy 6CV, Hayley 6CV and Jason 5AH all 25%) ï kneeling in front. Emma from 5ST 

was the highest achieving student and she received a trophy to acknowledge her success. Ava 6DB finished in the 

top 40% and received a Special Achievement award from me for her enthusiasm and persistence during the 

competition and her willingness to complete set homework tasks and share her strategies.  

 

Half of the 30 students were either in the top 40% or less which is a major achievement for the school and they 

should be congratulated for their effort. Next year I hope we have lots of our current Year 4ôs and this yearôs Year 5 

students participating in the competition.
